In the Archdiocese of Las Vegas, these novena masses are rotated around the city, celebrated in different parishes at their
regular mass time, as published in the parish bulletin. Parishioners are invited to attend and participate in the novena. The
Pastor/Associate at the assigned parish may preside the liturgy. Visiting priests may be welcome to concelebrate. The
readings of the day are read and proclaimed. A simple reception/fellowship usually takes place after mass.
